Past, Present and Future: Ethics and Common Sense:

Following early retirement, she returned to her first love as a part-time social worker for a local hospice and teaching for St. Joseph’s College. 

Novella Perrin, PhD recently retired as the Assistant Provost for Research and Dean of The Graduate School at the University of Central Missouri in Warrensburg, Missouri. Dr. Perrin is a consultant and author of numerous books and articles as well as a frequent presenter at local, state and national meetings on aging related issues.  Her most current research focuses on nurse aide retention, care giving, rural aging, elder abuse and aging in place.
